Resuits from the survey show that plagiarism is considered to be a significant problem.
Academics reported that the primary source of plagiansed material was work copied from
textbooks and theses. The second most common source was matenal cut and pasted from
the Internet. In addition 21 academics reported in the open questions that students copied
from their peers without acknowledgement
